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Highly-accomplished architect, Daniel
C. Dagit, has won acclaim for his build-
ings in and around the Philadelphia
area. During his 50-year, storied career,
his designed hospitals, churches, and
college buildings enriched campuses
and complexes and punctuated skylines
from Baltimore to New Jersey. He and
his associates designed the St. Stan-
islaus Catholic Church in Lansdale,
Pennsylvania, for example, as well as
the Holy Redeemer Hospital in North
Philadelphia, and buildings on the cam-
puses of Villanova University, Immac-
ulata College, and St. Peter’s College
(Jersey City), just to name a few.

One of the
first Dagit designs, St. Francis de Sales
Catholic Church, followed a year lat-
er and still stands, dutifully serving
its West Philadelphia congregation.
